Groundbreaking Event.   

Bold Step #4: Comprehensive Discipleship Plan.  In January, 427 persons responded to our REVEAL spiritual 
growth survey.  Results from REVEAL have already helped shape our preaching, teaching, and ministry 
planning.  The chief purpose for taking this snapshot of the spiritual health of our congregation was to help in 
developing our discipleship (i.e., spiritual development) plan.  This comprehensive plan is broken into five age

myself to sketching out our plan for adult discipleship.   



Two key findings from recent research into adult spiritual development undergird our plan: 1) The REVEAL 
study has identified the primary attitudes, beliefs, and behaviors which are catalytic to spiritual growth at dif-
ferent stages in the growth process.  2) The Simple Church study has demonstrated the desirability and effec-
tiveness of a simple, clear growth path to guide adult disciples.  Based on this, we have developed a sequen-
tial pathway for adults including Alpha, Basics & Crossways, simple and clear as ABC.  Alpha and Crossways are 
already in place.  Basics will be a five-part series focusing on developing the six key habits of growing disciples: 
worshiping, connecting, growing, inviting, giving, and serving.  To put that another way, the purpose of Basics 
is not just to share information, but to catalyze life change.  Implementing this plan will be one of my top goals 
for 2010.   

Bold Step #5.  Communications Plan.  Over the past year, the Communication Team led by Dave Morton has 
conducted a communications audit, led us through a branding process, and engaged a graphic designer to 
produce a new graphics standards manual.  Plans for 2010 are:
